With X Graphics you can draw on a PDF page as well as on any System.Drawing.Graphics object.

» draw above or beneath of the content of an existing PDF page

* draw in awindow

* draw on a printer

e draw in a bitmap image
Y ou can also import an existing PDF page and use it like an image, e.g. draw it on another PDF page.
